Scenel&?2
The five main characters—Maggie, Johnson, Flora, Angela, and Stephanie—begin
their road trip from different starting points. Each of them is searching for
answers to personal problems they cannot resolve on their own. However, due
to an error in their navigation systems, they are all mistakenly guided to the
same unexpected destination.

Scene 3
They encounter the strange landlord, Emily, and her granddaughter, Joey. With
little choice but to accept fate, they end up staying together in the same house.

Scene 4

Maggie and Johnson are a married couple. Johnson is a music composer who
values freedom and artistic expression. Maggie is also a musician, but after
immigrating, she had to adapt to a new life. Forced to face reality, she gave up
her artistic dreams and became a real estate agent. This difference in outlook
creates tension between them and strains their marriage, bringing them close to
divorce. Stephanie’s struggle is that her mother has Alzheimer’s disease and
needs her care. At the same time, Stephanie has been given a rare opportunity
to perform in a Broadway musical. She is torn between pursuing her dream and
fulfilling her responsibility to her mother. Meanwhile, Flora has a very strained
relationship with her daughter Angela. Flora hopes that this journey might help
repair their broken relationship.

Scene 5
Johnson talks about the pressure and difficulties he faced after immigrating,
having to adapt to reality and work as a car salesman. In contrast, Maggie
adjusted quickly to their new life. In the end, Johnson expresses his persistence
in music and his dreams through a song.

Scene 6
Maggie, Flora, and Stephanie meet in the kitchen and have their first real
conversation in midnight. Through this exchange, they begin to understand each
other a little better.

Scene 7
Stephanie drinks a little alcohol and drifts into a hazy dream. In the dream, her
boyfriend appears, sharing his successful experience auditioning for a Broadway
musical. At the same time, the dream is interrupted by the painful image of her
mother, who suffers from Alzheimer’s and has an episode of incontinence.
Stephanie sings about her dream of performing. When Stephanie wakes up, she
still does not know how to make her decision.

Scene 8
After a previous argument with her mother Flora, Angela sits alone on the lawn,
lost in thought. She meets Joey, who is picking dandelions. During their
conversation, Angela learns that Joey’s parents passed away long ago and that
she is raised only by her grandmother. Joey also envies Angela for still having a
mother who cares for her and tells her that she is actually very fortunate.
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Scene 9
Flora is very worried and searches everywhere for Angela. Finally, she finds
Angela on the lawn. The two of them begin arguing again, exchanging sharp
accusations and hurtful words. During the confrontation, Flora suddenly
discovers that Angela has been harming herself. Angela’s arms are covered with
self-inflicted cuts. Angela becomes furious and storms away.

Scene 10
Flora is left alone. She turns to the audience and begins to tell her own story,
sharing the struggles and pressures she faces in life. In the end, she expresses
the difficulties of being both a mother and a wife through a song.

Scenell
Johnson brings Maggie to a bamboo grove. Johnson feels that the bamboo
grove reminds him of the place where they fell in love when they were young. As
they talk, they begin blaming and accusing each other for the problems in their
relationship. But in a surprising moment, they discover a tree where they had
carved their love words many years ago. Seeing the carving brings back
memories, and through a song they rediscover the feeling of their first love.

Scene 12
Angela suddenly hears Stephanie dancing in the floor. As she listens more
closely, she discovers that Stephanie is actually a Broadway musical actress.
Angela feels very envious of her. However, Stephanie gently reminds Angela that
the relationship between a mother and daughter is precious and should be
cherished.

Scene 13
Each of them takes turns sharing a nightmare with the audience, revealing their
deepest fears and inner struggles.

Scene 14
Emily and Joey invite everyone to a barbecue on their last night together.
Everyone enjoys themselves and has a wonderful time. Emily and Joey also
arrange a Tarot card reading for them, hoping that through the Tarot cards they
might gain a better understanding of their own problems and inner conflicts.

Scene 15
On the day they leave, Joey comes to say goodbye and gives them a key that
can open a mysterious door. She tells them that it is a farewell gift from Emily.

Scene 16

Before they depart, they nervously open the mysterious door. To their surprise,
they see scenes from their past—moments of happiness and beautiful memories
from their lives. These visions help them realize that in life and in relationships
there will always be problems that cannot be fully solved, and these struggles
often make people forget their original innocence and joy. As long as they hold
on to the beautiful moments, many problems no longer seem so important.With
this realization, they continue their journey and move forward on the unknown
road, continuing their road trip
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
